o Have a valid Social Insurance Number at the start of employment and be legally
entitled to work in Canada in accordance with relevant provincial or territorial
legislation and regulations.

o Careful attention to detail and ability to follow directions well.
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Highly efficient, able to cope well with fast-paced, variable shift work.

Team player, excellent ability to cooperate and work with others.

Ability to work independently and learn quickly, outstanding work ethic.

A current Rabies vaccination is an asset. COVID-19 and tetanus vaccinations required.
Knowledge of Alberta wildlife and natural history.

Valid class 5 driver’s license and access to a reliable vehicle.
